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Chattooga DH

Access is by gated roads (walk in only) on either the Georgia or South Carolina side of the River.  On the Georgia side it is about a 1.5 mile walk until the road returns to the river.  On the SC side, one can access the River anywhere from the bridge to a point about ¾ of a mile upstream from the old roadbed.  After that point, the road ends and rough foot trails or in-stream wading provide further upstream access.  At normal water levels wading is possible anywhere except the deeper holes.  Crossing the river is possible in many locations. 
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Smith Creek DH on Unicoi State Park

This is a small stream, about 1 mile in length, contained entirely within Unicoi State Park.  A free Angling Permit and a Parking Pass ($2) are required to fish here.  Wading is generally not required to fish here, since the stream is small.  Hip boots are usually plenty.  Park in the designated parking lot below the dam, and you can fish from the dam downstream to the park property boundary.  A park road follows the stream on the west side for about ½ mile, and a trail system continues down this side and most of the east side of the stream as well. 
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Amicalola Creek DH

Amicalola Creek is accessible only at Highway 53 and Steeles Bridge.  Anglers must walk or float to fish the majority of the stream.  This stream has a lot of deep, fast water so don’t expect to walk in the stream to access distant reaches.  For those that can walk or float in, the remote portions of this rugged stream are very scenic, and well worth the effort if you value that sort of thing.  If not, the reaches near the bridges usually provide good fishing without too much walking.  If you want to walk in, I would advise coming in from the Steeles Bridge end, as the lower end is quite rugged, with steep banks and deep, fast water.
